Doctrine and Covenants Code Names
(Sections 78, 82, 96, 103-105)

It was not always desirable that the identity of the individuals whom the Lord addressed in the revelations should be
known by the world; hence, in the publication of this and some subsequent revelations the brethren were referred to by
other than their own names. When the necessity had passed for keeping the names of the individuals unknown, their real
names were thereafter given in brackets. Since there exists no vital need today to continue the code names, the real names
only are now used herein, as given in the original manuscripts.
[These code names were printed in the Doctrine and Covenants from 1835 to the 1980. In 1981 with the printing of the

new scriptures the code names were dropped.]

“The word Enoch did not exist in the original [manuscript] copy; neither did some other names. The names that were
incorporated when it was printed, did not exist there when the manuscript revelations were given, for | saw them myself.”
